--- The Application of HPCL, Mumbai Refinery, for consent to establish of its 
MR-II Tankage project was discussed in CAC meeting held on 24.01.2017 
and it was decided to get the VOCs emissions verified by NEERI for any 
additional impact on the environment. Accordingly industry has carried 
out the study through NEERI and submitted its report with following 
observations:-  
1. The VOC emissions from the tanks is considerable. Measures need to 

be taken to control the VOC emissions. 
2. To provide a measure of protection against non-catastrophic releases 

due to corrosion, faulty weld joints or flaws in the bottom material 
needs to install a second impervious bottom to a storage tank  

3. To Equip storage tanks with overflow alarms and automatic pump shut-
offs, installation of double bottoms with integrated leak detection 
systems on tanks.  

4. To Install self-sealing hose connections or implement line draining 
procedures. 

5. Implant procedures to ensure that arms are not operated until inserted 
fully into the container to avoid splashing where top loading are used.
