WHEREAS, you have been granted Conditional Common Consent and Authorization
under the provisions of the Water (P&CP) Act, 1974 and the Air (P&CP) Act, 1981 and the
Hazardous Waste (Management Handling & Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008.

AND WHEREAS, it was obligatory on your part to provide adequate and suitable
treatment & disposal arrangements as well as air pollution control devices, so as to achieve
the standards prescribed in the consent order and to dispose off.it in accordance with the
condition laid down for disposal in the consent.

AND WHEREAS, it has been observed that you are discharging untreated/
undertreated effluent, not conforming to the standards prescribed in the consent order and
thereby disturbing the function of CETP.

AND WHEREAS, the officers of the Board caused visit, inspection of your
area/industry on 07/06/2012 and observed that your pollution control devices, are
inadequate, and Board officer has collected .the Joint Vigilance Samples in the presence of
your representative on 07/06/2012 and got it analyzed and the results are exceeding the
parameters of pH (4.0) prescribed by the Board.
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AND WK§f^f AS, JVS analysis report have been communicated to you from time to

improve performance of your ETP to bring it within limit but you havetime with requ.
taken any^tt^ ctive measures to comply with the above non-compliance.

THEREFORE, you are hereby directed to show cause as to why legal action
shall not be initiated against you under Water (Prevention & Control of Pollution) Act, 1974.
Your reply to this notice, shall reach this office within period of 7 days from the date of
receipt of this letter, failing which , it will be presumed that you have no say to offer and
therefore appropriate legal action as may deemed fit will be initiated against you, which may
please be noted.

MPCB has prosecuted TEPS CETP at the Ho'nble CJM Court at Thane vide RCC- 388/10 due to non
compliance of consented discharge standards. Thereafter TEPS CETP has started their up gradation
work. The up gradation work which was planned by TEPS is now at final stage of completion stage.
The brief up gradation work carried out by TEPS-CETP is as below.

^1. Old & partial working diffused Aeration System of aeration tank -1 was replaced with nine
numbers of Aspirators in march-2011 & same were at work.

2. Old & partial working diffused Aeration System of Aeration Tank -2 was replaced with nine
numbers of Aspirators in july-2011 & same were at work.

3. Old & partial working diffused Aeration System of aeration tank -3 was now replaced with nine
numbers of Aspirators. It's start up & commissioning activity was going on. As informed by
TEPS it will be commissioned within next 15 days. The cost incurred for above upgradntion to
aspirators was Rs. 2.93 Crore.

4. TEPS CETP has informed t that the partial broken .air grid rectification work of aeration tank -4
will be taken in hand after commissioning of aspirator installation of Aeration Tank-C.^



Srmed by TEPS vide letter TEPS/MPCB-SRO-T/04-2012/ 21.4.2012 that their one of
"secondary clarifier's bottom recycle out valve was choked. The same clarifier TEPS isolated for

replacement of its said bottorr. valve. Now entire load diverted to second clarifier. As informed

by TEPS the work will be completed within 10 days.

From the above analysis report it is observed that the TEPS CETP is still not achieving the results as
the up gradation work is under stabilization stage, an

TEPS CETP is receiving more effluent over & above its capacity. The only alternative is to provide

additional CETP. TEPS CETP has received plot from MIDC admeasuring 85000 sq. mtr. The trees

have been removed. Tenders has been received & also opened. But the physical progress is very slow.
