3. CONDITIONS UNDER WATER ACT: 
(i) The dai ly quant i ty of trade effluent from the factory shal l not exceeding 0.10 M*. 

(ii) The dai ly quant i ty of sewage effluent from the factory sha l l not exceed 4.0 M^.

(v) Sewage Effluent Treatment: The applicant sha l l provide comprehensive 
treatment system as is warranted w i th reference to inf luent qual i ty and operate 
and maintain the same continuously so as to achieve the qual i ty of treated effluent 
to the fol lowing standards.

(2) B O D 3 days 27o C. Not to exceed 100 mg/1. 

(vi) Sewage Effluent Disposal: The treated domestic effluent sha l l be soaked i n a 
soak pit, wh ich sha l l be got cleaned periodically. Overflow, i f any, sha l l be used on 
land for gardening / p lantat ion only.

The appl icant sha l l regular ly submit to the Board the returns of water 
consumption i n the prescribed form and pay the Cess as specified under 
Section 3 of the said Act. 

5. CONDITIONS UNDER AIR A C T : 
(i) The appl icant sha l l i ns ta l l a comprehensive control system consisting 
of control equipments as is warranted w i th reference to generation of 
emission and operate and main ta in the same continuously so as to achieve 
the level of pol lutants to the following standards: 

1. Control Equipment: 
1. Fume extract ion system of sufficient capacity followed by scrubber shaU 

be provided to dust generating locations and operated properly. 
2. The pa in t ing activit ies shal l be carr ied out i n the paint booth and

as S-1, S-2, etc. and these shal l be painted/ displayed to facilitate 
ident i f icat ion.

(iv) The indust ry sha l l take adequate measures for control of noise levels from its 
own sources w i t h i n the premises so as to ma in ta in ambient air quali ty 
standard i n respect of noise to less than 75 dB(A) dur ing day time and 70 dB(A) 
dur ing night t ime. Day time is reckoned i n between 6 a.m. and 10 p.m. and 
night t ime is reckoned between 10 p.m. and 6 a.m. 

(v) Other Conditions: 
1) The indust ry should not cause any nuisance i n surrounding area. 
2) The indust ry should monitor stack emissions and ambient a i r qual i ty 

Regular ly .

a. Whenever due to any accident or other unforeseen act or even, such emissions 
occur or is apprehended to occur i n excess of standards la id down, such 
information sha l l be for thwith Reported to Board, concerned Police Stat ion, office 
of Directorate of Hea l th Services, Department of Explosives, Inspectorate of 
Factories and Local Body. In case of fai lure of pol lut ion control equipments, the 
production process connected to i t shal l be stopped. 

7. Industry shall comply with following additional conditions: 
i . The appl icant sha l l ma in ta in good housekeeping and take adequate measures for 

control of pol lut ion from a l l sources so as not to cause nuisance to surrounding 
area / inhabi tants. 

i i . The appl icant sha l l br ing m in imum 33% of the avai lable open land under green 
coverage/ tree plantat ion. 

i i i . Sol id waste - The non hazardous solid waste ar is ing i n the factory premises, 
sweepings, etc., be disposed of scientif ically so as not to cause any nuisance / 
pol lut ion. The appl icant sha l l take necessary permissions from civic authorit ies 
for disposal to dumping ground. 

iv. The appl icant sha l l provide for an alternate electric power source sufficient to 
operate a l l pol lut ion control facil it ies insta l led by he applicant to mainta in 
compliance w i t h the terms and conditions of the consent. In the absence, the 
applicant sha l l stop, reduce or otherwise, control production to abide by terms & 
conditions of this consent regarding pol lut ion levels. 

V. The appl icant sha l l not change or alter quanti ty, qual i ty, the rate of discharge, 
temperature or the mode of the effluent / emissions or hazardous wastes or 
control equipments provided for without previous wr i t ten permission of the 
Board. 



vi. The apphcant sha l l provide faci l i ty for collection of environmental samples and 
samples of trade and sewage effluents, air emissions and hazardous wastes to 
the Board staff at the termina l or designated points and sha l l pay to the Board 
for the services rendered i n this behal f 

vi i . The appl icant sha l l make an application for renewal of the consent at least 60 
days before the date of the expiry of the consent. 

v i i i . The f i rm sha l l submit to this office, the SO"' day of September every year, the 
Env i ronmenta l Statement Report for the f inancia l year ending March i n the 
prescribed F o r m - V as pre the provisions of rule 14 of the Environment 
(Protection) (Second Amendment) Rules, 1992. 

ix. As inspection book shal l be opened and made available to the Board's officers 
dur ing their v is i t to the applicant. 

X. The appl icant sha l l i ns ta l l a separate electric meter showing the consumption of 
energy for operation of domestic and indus t r ia l effluent treatment plants and air 
pol lut ion control system. A register showing consumption of chemicals used for 
treatment sha l l be mainta ined. 

X i . Separate drainage system sha l l be provided for collection of trade and sewage 
effluents. Te rm ina l manholes shal l be provided at the end of collection system 
w i th arrangement for measuring the flow. No effluent sha l l be admitted i n the 
pipes / sewers down- stream of the termina l manholes. No effluent shal l f ind its 
way other than i n designed and provided collection system. 

x i i . Ne i ther storm water nor discharge from other premises sha l l be allowed to mix 
w i t h the effluents from the factory. 

8. The industry has submitted a copy of distance certificate issued by 
Executive Engineer, Satara Dhoom Irrigation Division dated 
04/06/2014 stating that proposed unit is located 2504 meters away 
from Krishna river. 

9. The Cap i ta l investment of the industry is Rs. 17.33/- Crs .
