Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) Notification dtd. 6th January 2011 under item 8 (V)
(d) (c) 4, Public hearing of tenants / residents is required to be carried out. The said
public hearing is to be conducted as per procedure laid down under EIA Notification
dated 14® September, 2006 issued by Ministry of Environment & Forest, Govt. of
India, New Delhi.

In this connection, the project proponent submitted an application to
Maharashtra Pollution Control Board, which decided to hold public hearing in respect
of the said project on 06.10.2012 in consultation with the Office of Collector & District
Magistrate Mumbai (City), Old Custom house, Shahid Bhagat Singh Marg, Mumbai —
400 001. Maharashtra Pollution Control Board published public notices in Marathi
newspaper namely “Dainik Navshakti” and English newspaper “The Free Press
Journal” dated 06.09.2012 mentioning the date, time & venue of public hearing. The
appeal was made to tenants / residents of the said property to submit their written
objections, suggestions, complaints, comments, if any, in respect of the above said
project, to concerned Regulatory Authority.(Annex-A). It was also mentioned that
written responses from the tenants will also be accepted at the time of public hearing.

The venue for the said public hearing was decided at the Office of Collector &
District Magistrate Mumbai (City), Old Custom house, Shahid Bhagat Singh Marg,
Mumbai — 400 001. The venue was finalized considering the facilities such as easy
accessibility to tenants/residents. Copies of Executive Summary in respect of the said

At the outset, Hon’ble Chairman of the panel inquired about no. of tenants of
redevelopment project and tenants present for the hearing. Convener of the panel
submitted that wide publicity of the public hearing was given as per procedure laid
down in EIA notification 2006. Project proponent submitted that there are 5 tenants of
the said property out of which Shri. Tushar is present for public hearing. Remaining
tenants have authorized Shri. Tushar as their representative for the said hearing. The
authority letter will be submitted to MPCB, Thereafter, Shri. A.S. Nandvate, Sub-
Regional Officer welcomed all those present and commenced the public hearing.
Further, he apprised the tenants/residents with the introductory information about the
purpose of public hearing and appealed them to come forward with their suggestions,
complaints, objections & comments if any, regarding the environmental aspects of the
proposed project. He further requested Chairman, Public hearing panel, to commence
the hearing procedure.

The Chairman briefed the tenants about the concept and objective of Public
Hearing and made an appeal to the tenants/residents to place their views regarding



Environmental related aspect and observe the presentation made by the project
proponent and come forward with their questions, complaints, suggestions. He then
requested project proponent to give presentation regarding salient features of the said
project & satisfy the queries/objections raised during the course of public hearing.

On behalf of Project Proponent, Shri. S. Tamhane (Environmental
Consultant) submitted that the said redevelopment project has obtained necessary
permission from MCGM & Govt. of Maharashtra as per CRZ notification 1991. Now
we have applied for additional benefits of FSI and NOC from MCZMA as per CRZ
notification 2011. Then, he made a Power Point Presentation indicating salient
features of the said project, Environmental related aspects and salient features of EIA
report in Marathi. The project proponent elaborated the details of proposed project on
following grounds.
