Srimati Seema Mangulkar, informed that, as per the EIA Notification of Ministry of
Environment, Forest & Climate Change. Govt. of India, (i.e. McEFCC, Gol) dated I4.”‘
September, 2006 as amended on Ist December, 2009, it is mandatory to conduct prior public
hearing to certain projects which are covered in the Schedule of the said Notification and this
unit comes under the purview of this Notification. The Project Proponent has submitted an
application to the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board on 01-08-2023. The public hearing was
scheduled on 12-09-2023 time 11.00 a.m. with approval of Hon'ble District Collector Jalna.
Accordingly. notice was published 30 days before in Daily Times of India (English) & Daily
Sakal (Marathi) on dated 12-08-2023. Also, the documents pertaining to the summary of the
Environmental Assessment Report on the project (in English and Marathi) was made available
for study to the interested public in the respective Gram Panchayat offices and other government
offices.
