Hearing started at 11.30 am with the permission of the Chairman of the Public Hearing

BACKGROUND :

Sharda Shree Ispat Ltd, will form an establish company registered under Indian
Company Act, 1956, will be carrying the manufacturing business of basic iron & steel, it
proposes a plant that will located at Plot No. E-14 (MIDC Butibori) and Survey No. 67 &
70/B, Mouza-Kinhi, Butibori, Dist.Nagpur, State-Maharashtra. To cater the basic iron & steel
requirements for sectors in India with an investment of Rs. 198.75 Crore.

The plant is going to propose 3,02,664 MT/Year Billets, 72,000 MT/Year TMT,
60,000 MT/Year Spring Steel Flat, 60,000 MT/Year Wire Rod"Coil and 48,000 MT/Year alloy
steel round/round cornered Square capacity with an inVestment of Rs. 198.75 Crore. The
Sharda Shree Ispat Ltd industry will spread over 44,280 m? of land. It will be one of the
largest manufacturers of Basic Iron & Steel. More than 50% of the Company’s products will
be exporting to overseas countries worldwide and it will have a customer base in many
advanced markets such as USA, and European countries.

The company’s manufacturing facilities will be locating at Village Mouza-Kinhi,
Butibori, Nagpur in the State of Maharashtra, India, which will be close to Railway Station &
Airport. This will provide the company with easy access to import & export of the raw
materials and finished good. The Company is an ISO 9001:2008, IATF 1694, 1ISO 14001
and ISO 45001 accredited. The purpose of this Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)
study is to provide information on the surroundings and the extent of environmental impact
likely to arise on account of the proposed project.



PURPOSE AND PROCEDURE:

With the permission of Chairman of Public Hearing, the Sub-Regional Officer, MPCB,
Nagpur-Il has started Public Hearing by welcoming the Chairman and Member of the public
hearing panel, local citizens from the village and others.

The Chairman of Public Hearing Panel informed that, the Public Hearing is
conducted for recording the views/objects/suggestions of the participants regarding the
project, and same is communicated to the Government. Chairman also clarified that this
panel is not here to take decision for accordance of any approval to the project and appealed
the participants to express their views and suggestion.

Sub-Regional Officer, MPCB, Nagpur-II explained the purpose of conducting this
public hearing that as per MoEF, GOI Notification SO 60(E) of 27" January, 1994 and
amended on 14™ September, 2006. The notices for the public hearing was published in two
local widely circulated Newspapers i.e. the ‘Hitavada’ (English) and ‘Navrashtra’ (Marathi) on
05/08/2023. Copies of the same are enclosed as Annexure-II.

Copies of the executive summary / EIA containing salient features of the project &
EIA both in English and in Marathi and other information/documents were made available to
the public by making these documents available in various Govt. offices as well as local
Gram Panchayat as per MoEF GOl Notification. Suggestions, comments and objections of
the public were called in writing during the notice period of the publication of the notice. The
public hearing panel was constituted vide MPC Board Office Order No. E-58/2023 vide letter
No. BO/JD/(WPC)/PH/B-230808-FTS-0182 dtd. 08/08/2023. Copy of the same is enclosed
as Annexure-lll. However, online queries were not received. During public hearing MPCB
has received 3 representation regarding support to this proposed project, copies are
enclosed as per Annexure-IV. &

Thereafter, Sub-Regional Officer, Nagpur-ll and Convener requested the project
proponent to give their detail presentation about the project and the Environmental issues
related with it. Accordingly, representative of the project proponent gave detailed power point
presentation of the project in local language as under. Project proponent has given
